The city of Schwerin, the former city of residence of the 
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg-Schwerin, offers lots of op-
portunities for us to really bring the subject matter of our  
lessons to life for our students.

In the school building too, our students can look forward to 
finding a friendly and motivating learning atmosphere. The 
modular design of our „flexible classroom“ concept allows 
us to switch easily from group work to individual activities. 
The use of interactive whiteboards and a digital learning 
platform expand the range of methodological and didac-
tic options that are open to us. Multi-functional rooms for 
specialist subjects provide first-class conditions for practi-
cal work and allow students to carry out experiments inde-
pendently in their science lessons. A modern school library 
helps to ensure that our students acquire the key skills that 
are essential in today‘s knowledge and information society. 
And in the sports hall, which is fitted out with all the lat
est equipment, there is plenty of space for sports lessons, 
sports breaks and a range of different sports-based offer
ings in the afternoons.

The ecolea | Internationale Schule Schwerin belongs to 
the SeminarCenterGruppe, a large private education 
group in Northern Germany that was founded in 1991 by 
the owner Dr Sven T. Olsen.

Diversity and a professional approach are the key features 
of the education provided by the SeminarCentreGroup. 
Members of the group include schools providing general 
education and vocational schools, schools offering con-
tinuous professional development and a vocational aca-
demy which integrates both apprenticeships and degree 
courses.

ecolea | Internationale Schule has further sites in Rostock 
and Güstrow and also on the island of Majorca.

At ecolea Schwerin, grammar school education starts in Year 
5. We want to see all the young people in our school through 
to their „Abitur“ examinations (equivalent to the British  
A-level). Students who want to leave our grammar school at 
the end of Year 10 can gain the „Mittlere Reife“ qualification 
(equivalent to the British GCSE). Students who successfully 
complete Year 11 are awarded the school-based part of the 
„Fachhochschulreife“ (entrance requirement for a university 
of applied sciences). As a state-approved alternative school, 
we are responsible for organising and running all the exami-
nations that we offer in our school.

In addition to the various state-approved school-leaving qua-
lifications, students at ecolea Schwerin can also obtain inter-
nationally recognised foreign language certificates in French 
and Spanish. These include the TOEFL iBT Test, the Diplôme 
d’études de langue francaise (DELF) and the Diploma de Es-
pañol como Lengua Extranjera (DELE). Further certificates 
will be added to the qualifications we offer in the future – for 
example, the Cambridge Certificate.

The ecolea | Internationale Schule Schwerin is a state-ap-
proved grammar school. Key features of our school are its 
all-day learning provision, bilingual teaching and a strong 
focus on foreign language teaching, exchange programmes 
with various European schools and strong integration into 
the region‘s economic and societal structures.

Teaching at ecolea is based on the use of didactic approa-
ches that open up individual learning opportunities for each 
student. We encourage self-directed learning, we have an 
open and transparent school culture with clear structures, 
rules and responsibilities, and we focus on action-oriented 
teaching – all these things help the students at ecolea to 
develop well-rounded personalities.

The atmosphere at the school is shaped by a strong feeling 
of community and by rituals and traditions that create a sen-
se of identity and a culture of recognition, with the result 
that all our students feel very much at home here. Our aim 
is not only to impart knowledge but also to foster the de-
velopment of self-confident, mature individuals who behave 
responsibly and make a positive contribution to society. Our  
school is a place of mutual understanding, intercultural  
learning and tolerance.
